In a fireside chat
conversation, Keith will delve into his lived
experience as an LGBTQ+ individual —
exploring his journey, the challenges he
has faced, and the moments that forged
his path as a leader, advocate, and
storyteller.

Keith Boykin is a national political commentator, TV and film producer, New
York Times best-selling author, and a former White House aide to President
Bill Clinton. His latest books are Race Against Time: The Politics of a
Darkening America (2021) and Quitting: Why | Left My Job to Live a Life of
Freedom (2022). His next book, Why Does Everything Have to Be About
Race?, will be published in 2024.

A graduate of Dartmouth College and Harvard Law School, Keith has taught
at American University in Washington, D.C., the Institute for Research in
African-American Studies at Columbia University, and City College of New
York. He is a co-founder and first board president of the National Black
Justice Coalition and a Lambda Literary Award-winning author of six books.

Keith was a co-host of the BET talk show My Two Cents, starred on the
Showtime reality TV series American Candidate, worked as an associate
producer of the film Dirty Laundry, and has appeared on numerous television
shows, including BET's Being Mary Jane. He was also the featured male
model in the 2022 Ralph Lauren "Pride" campaign.

Born in St. Louis, Keith has lived in 12 cities, visited 48 of the 50 United
States, and traveled the world. He lives in Los Angeles.

Department.

"Guys we are going to have to evacuate." It was those words that became a defining
moment for KHOU 11 News and Len Cannon was there.

He was in the midst of anchoring round-the-clock coverage of Hurricane Harvey in
August of 2017, when the station started taking on water.

"We were forced off the air for several hours until we moved to another studio.”
Len is a graduate of Ashland University in his home state of Ohio, where he majored in
radio and TV. "It was a small school that was nourishing and encouraging.”

Something monumental happened to Len since moving to Houston. He became a dad.
His wife is a former news and documentary producer in New York, and is founder of

parentspost.com.
